Parents and students were invited to join Ms Mithen and the UCB
senior team for an event about progression from MUFY to MCD.
Prof. Hew Gill, President & Provost of UCB moderated a lively panel
discussion about Monash programs with Ms Mithen, Prof. Ismail and
four former UCB students now studying their degrees at Monash
University; Faiaz Maksudul Haque, Rafiad Ruhi Jewel, Afrida Nusaiba
Masir, and Maliha Nashita Rahman.

The student panellists explained how studying at UCB enabled
them to fast-track their international higher education journe
through Monash pathway programs leading direct into the first or
second year of their chosen degrees.

The students described
the United Kingdom with its rich history and cultural heritage,
the stunning landscapes of Canada and its hardy people, and
the unique wildlife of Australia and the ‘can-do' attitude of its
citizens, and the beauties of Sri Lanka, the Pearl of the Indian
Ocean. The audience learned much about the traditions,
customs, and achievements that make all these countries
integral parts of the Commonwealth family.

Attendees took part in an interactive quiz written by Nafiul
Hassan which tested participants' knowledge about the
Commonwealth and its 56 member countries, with a combined
population of 24 billion people. Individual questions covered the
long history of the Commonwealth, member countries, and
shared values. The quiz sparked lively discussions about the
shared inheritance of democracy, common law, respect for
human rights, and fostered a deeper appreciation for the
interconnectedness and diversity within the Commonwealth.
